ñWhom will he teach knowledge? And whom 

will he make to understand the message? Those 

just weaned from milk? Those just drawn from 

the breasts? For precept must be upon precept, 

precept upon precept, line upon line, line upon 

line, here a little, there a little.ò Is 28:9-10 

Little babies must be weaned from the breasts or 

the bottle. Many Christians hear salvation 

sermons for 40 or 50 years. There comes a time 

to move past the baby Christian stage.  

That is how I received the baptism in the Holy 

Ghost, and that is exactly how will receive it ï 

how others have received it. They will happen 

across a verse in Matthew or John and say, ñI 

wonder if she could be right.ò Then they will 

come across another verse, maybe in Isaiah. At 

hearing a sermon they will hear a little, and at a 

Bible study a little more. It will begin to stack 

up ï line upon line, precept upon precept, 

scripture upon scripture ï until one day they are 

convinced. What we have to do is keep teaching 

the truth and loving people. 

In the Cross and the Switchblade, Dave 

Wilkerson said, ñTo have complete victory over 

dope you have to get the Baptism.ò Soon after 

that I read the book, They Speak in Other 

Tongues. At first I did not receive what the book 

had to say. Then I came across a verse here and 

another there. One night I found myself alone 

with God, and the truth of the baptism of the 

Holy Spirit unfolded for me. It is a step by step, 

gradual growing process.  

Paul cited the next two verses from that passage 

in Isaiah in I Cor 14:21. 

ñFor with stammering lips and another tongue 

He will speak to this people, to whom he said, 

óThis is the rest with which you may cause the 

weary to rest,ô and óThis is the refreshing;ô yet 

they would not hear.ò Is 22:11-12 

While praying with a sister in Idaho several 

years ago, I noticed she was stammering. I said, 

ñWait a minute, relax. The Holy Spirit is a Spirit 

of peace and gentleness.ò 

Have you ever heard a 33 speed record played at 

45? I explained that this was exactly what she 

sounded like, and I asked her to sit down, lift 

her hands, and tell Yeshua how much she loved 

him. After that, she immediately began to praise 

Jesus in a beautiful, peaceful, fluent tongue. She 

had stammering lips at first because she was 

fighting God as a result of her emotionalism. 

What does ñthisò in V12 refer to? God is telling 

us that speaking in tongues is what will bring 

rest and refreshing to the weary. ñYet they 

would not hear.ò Many people donôt want to 

hear it. How then can tongues be their rest? 

When we pray in tongues, the Holy Ghost flows 

into our spirit, along with his fruit ï peace, joy, 

strength and faith. We are immediately put at 

rest.  

Shortly after receiving the Baptism, I came 

away from a particular service very 

discouraged. While taking a walk later that day, 

the enemy attacked me: 

ñFull of the Holy Spirit ï Ha! Youôre just 

making up those tongues! How could you give a 

teaching that bad if you were filled with the 

holy Spirit? You just need to get to another 

church and hide in it.ò 

I was determined not to listen to that devil. I 

went for a walk and began to pray in tongues.  

I walked a block or two, and suddenly, like a 

shift in gears, God gave me a brand new 

language. I was not emotional, just obedient to 

what the word said.  

At the service that night I had liberty and free 

utterance. The word flowed and God gave me 

revelation. Scriptures seemed to jump off the 

page at me. The Lord showed me things faster 

than I could speak them. 

When I was at home, I asked the Lord, ñWhy is 

it that I was tongue-tied this morning and this 

evening I had liberty, freedom, power, 

revelation, and anointing? What made the 

difference? The Lord answered me, ñBecause 

you prayed in tongues, you edified yourself; you 

became so full that you overflowed. Never teach 

again without tongues as part of your 

preparation.ò 

I had been out of the Lordôs rest, and I was 

weary. Ministering all day leaves a person 

drained spiritually. Many of you have 

experienced that ï being refreshed after praying 

in tongues. 

Before I received the baptism in the Holy Ghost, 

I would hear people speaking in tongues and, to 

me, it sounded so hokey. ñMama seetee 

boshunda.ò (I still believe some of it is hokey.) I 

thought speaking in tongues was selfish because 

people edified themselves (I Cor 14:4). But it is 

not selfish to edify or build ourselves up in the 

inner man. I mean what if someone called you 

and asked you to pray for their sick husband? It 

would not be a good thing for you to tell them, 

ñCall beck tomorrow; Iôm not filled with God 

right now.ò 

We need to be full of God all the time. If weôre 

not built up, we are run down. Would we rather 

be run down ï needing someone to build us up ï 

or would we rather be built up, so we can edify 

the one who is run down? We need to be full to 

overflowing so we can be a blessing to other 

people. 

With tongues, we can pray without ceasing ï 

while driving or doing the dishes. When I get 

into tight situations, I pray in tongues 

immediately. I know that if I pray in tongues, 

the Holy Spirit will clear the air. My spirit and 

the Holy Spirit will line up and flow together. 

The Lord has shown me three things about those 

tight situations: 1) Be quiet; 2)Pray in tongues; 

3)Donôt speak until God does. 

A brother once got upset with me over some 

little point. I shifted into tongues silently and 

waited for direction from the Lord on how and 

what to speak. This man kept talking, not really 

listening for answers. When he finished, God 

spoke to me, and I said, ñYou know what 

brother? I love you.ò He was astonished. It did 

not matter whether I had all the answers to his 

questions. What he needed to know was that I 

loved him. 

Praying in tongues will benefit our relationships 

with our spouse, children, and people we meet 

in daily life. The fruit of the Holy Spirit will 

flow through us if we will be quiet, pray in 

tongues, and keep silent until God speaks. 

When we pray in tongues, we build ourselves up 

in faith. Jude 20-21 says, ñBut you, beloved, 

building yourself up on your most holy faith, 

praying in the Holy Spirit, keep yourselves in 

the love of God, looking for the mercy of our 

Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life.ò I have 

physically felt faith grow in me while praying in 

tongues. 

Every one wants to have more faith. We can 

increase our faith in two ways: ñHearingé 

éthe word of Godò (Rom 10:17); and ñpraying 

in the spiritò (Jude 20-21). When we are in the 

spirit, he flows into us. The Holy Spirit is called 

the Spirit of faith in II Cor 4:13. As we pray in 

tongues, we can proceed from doubt and 

questioning to assurance and answers. 

Understand, however, that simply forcing 

ñtonguesò or speaking syllables derived from 

English or whatever your native tongue is, is not 

praying in the Spirit. It is impossible, however, 

to actually pray in tongues without praying in 

the Spirit. 

Jude also tells us to ñkeep yourselves in the love 

of God.ò While I was pulling out of a parking 

lot, a man almost smashed his car into mine. I 

began to fuss and complain. Suddenly feeling 

the love of God, I turned to my mother, who 

was in the passenger seat, ñMama, are you 

praying in tongues?ò 

ñHow did you know?ò 

The answer was that I felt the love of god and I 

could not stay angry. When we are tempted to 

become bitter, we will place ourselves in the 

love of God if we if we move into the Spirit and 

begin to pray in tongues.

ñI may not be able to keep all the word always, 

but I am not going to lower the standards for me 

or anyone. In Gen 1:26 ï this is the 6th day of 

revival, and here in Genesis it is the 6th day of 

creation ï Adam was given dominion over 

everything. Without the fall there would never 

have been any death. After the fall there was 

death to every living thing. To be in Godôs 

likeness ï Father, Son, Holy Spirit ï mind,  

 
Mary Tate did the BFN Offering 

body, spirit. At the fall, self became prominent 

and in disunity with God. When man chose sin 

over God, this produced disunity. But God is a 

reconciler to reconcile the world to himself. The 

temptation given to Eve was that her eyes would 

be opened, that she would know good from evil. 

This is the voice of pride speaking to the ego of 

man. Satan told her, óIf you do this, you will be 

like God; no longer just in his image, but in 

competition with him. Now here we go with the 

competition with each other. The competitive 

thing was set up. They were no longer part of 

God, but as God. Satan did not want to be part 

of God, but in competition with him.

ñWe can come into unity with each other if we 

agree that Godôs word is the real. This is a good 

unity. Pastor Tony mentioned the two spies that 

were in unity. It was good. But there were ten in 

unity that was like the Tower of Babel, not good 

unity. 

ñOur words carry authority. Even the unsaved 

have power in their words. Even the unity of the 

world is powerful. To be in unity with God, itôs 

gonna cost you. Like Pastor Connie, when the 

people of the rainbow come here and you wonôt 

marry them, you will suffer. 

ñThe fellowship of his suffering: this is not the 

suffering when you are griping and 

complaining, but suffering. We must be able to 

stand. Unity among ourselves is something we 

say, but when someone comes with a badge and 

says you are preaching hate speech and arrests 

you, will you still be in unity?  

ñOur system of what we call success cannot be 

in unity with what the world calls success. I Cor 

3:12 talks about building with wood, hay, and 

stubble; it will be burned up and he will receive 

no reward. Others build with gold, silver or 

precious stones. These are things that must be 

mined. They are unseen. The unseen things 

bring the reward. For the hay and stubble, 

look out and see them. What we see here as 

great is small in heaven. The things that we see 

here as small will be great in heaven. There are 

some in the alliance who say they are in unity, 

but really are not. Not everyone who says they 

are in unity really is. They will do anything to 

forward their agenda, even if the kingdom 

around them gets torn down. We must know 

who we are dealing with. If you are like Jesus, 

you will have at least one Judas. This is not a 

call for you to be suspicious and pessimistically 

paranoid, but a  

call to have discernment. You need to know 

who it is as soon as possible. Jesus knew who 

was going to betray him.   We lift them up, pray 

God have mercy on them. 

ñA lot of scripture is being removed by black-

slidden preaching. This is when we remove the 

things they donôt want to hear, when we change 

the meaning of Godôs word to fit our doctrine. 

We cannot do this and be in unity with God. 

There is no need to change the word; it works. 

ñThere is a difference between a fan of Jesus 

and a follower of Jesus. A follower will do 

whatever it takes, but a fan just wants the 

rewards. We must determine who they are and 

only be in unity with the followers, not the fans. 

In Acts 2 they were in unity. Five hundred heard 

Jesus say to stay in Jerusalem, but only 120 

were in the upper room. We need be in unity 

only with those who are real.ò

4- They are open-minded. They are not limited; 

they listen and are willing to take ideas. 

5- They are positive energizers. They have a 

high energy level. They are not afraid of failure 

and giving up is not in their vocabulary. 

6. They are never afraid to fail. They see what 

others can't see. They can see setback, obstacles 

and challenges along the way but know how to 

value the vision given by God. 

7-They share and communicate the vision or 

dream because sharing it with the world helps us 

get to our destination.
